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Some of us are in Church for real today, others of us are on Zoom. In whatever way you are joining us we pray that you will commune positively with the Lord & with His people.

Today is the 1st Sunday in May and our service includes Communion. The Lord’s Supper was instituted by Jesus on the night before He died. He shared His last meal with His friends and clearly instructed them to “Do this in remembrance of me” in Luke 22 v.19.  Sharing the bread & wine became key within worship & fellowship in the early Church. 

A way of helping us grasp the fulness of the Lord’s Supper is to realise that we are being called to look in 4 directions. We firstly look back and remember with thanksgiving Jesus’ sacrificial death on the cross at Calvary. This event stands alone as the sole means by which our sin can be forgiven and our access to God opened (Hebrews 10 v.19). Secondly we are called to look within ourselves, letting the light of the Holy Spirit to show up any unconfessed sin or ‘offensive way’ within us (Psalm 139 v.23-24). This is why there should be a time to say “sorry” in Communion. The third direction we should look in is around us, to be aware of the family of believers in which God has placed us. We are not intended to do life alone but in company with those among whom God has placed us. Fourthly we are called to look forward (Mark 14 v.25), to the time when Jesus will return & establish His Kingdom completely.

Yesterday we started a new month in 2121 and it seems a good time to reflect back on our prayers over the months since January. The outcome is both thanksgiving & intercession; 
“Lord, we give You thanks...” For the decrease in covid in the UK. Back in January covid cases had surged and the NHS was struggling. At 1 point Kings had 120+ ICU patients. It was a dark, cold & grim month and that was when we felt led to pray covid away. “Lord, we continue to pray... for the situation in India & other places where covid is having devastating consequences. And that there will be no third wave here. 
“Lord, we give You thanks...” For our building development. This week our project has been sent to 7 developers with the invitation to come and see us on Tuesday 11th May. The developers who come will then go away & put some plans together and present them to us in a big meeting in June. We then meet and decide which scheme we think is God’s one for us. “Lord, we continue to pray... for the right one.”
“Lord, we give You thanks...” Young Renee, Ruby’s 3 year-old granddaughter, has been in hospital for 3 weeks with ongoing issues. Tests at St Thomas’s suggested novovirus & she has been transferred to the wonderful Great Ormond Street where they are already suggesting possible root causes to her condition. “Lord, we continue to pray...for full recovery.”
